SECRETARIES COLUMN (with a word or two for Treasurers)e

After the first year and 2,000 players taking some part or other in the events
concerned, the CUTTY SARK authorities have deoided to continue to sponsor chess during
1975 and all County Secretaries should study, with the aid of their Hon. Treasurers
several new provisions as specified in the 1975 Rules for the Grand Prix. Copies of
these are obtainable from Cutty Sark Public Relations Division, 42 Albemarle Street,

London W 1X 3PE. OQne innovation is that tournaments that have been running for 5
or more years consecutively will rank for points and this will admit the individual
tournaments of all our counties, and possibly secondary events such as Surrey®s
Slater-Kennington event and Middlesex’s Poole Cup. Counties who wish to have their
1975 events ranking for Grand Prix points should advise Mr Leonard Barden of the
details of such competitions and note that the final results must be sent to Mr
Barden before 1lst September, 1975«

A further concession is that additional Grand Prix points will, be awarded
to all competitions, tournaments and congresses where ALL players are registered with
the B.C.F. before the event begins. (And this is where the Hon. Treasurers come into
action!). Counties who aotually organise their own congresses or have them run in
their area by other people will be very interested to see if the "closed shop"
principle is adopted by such congresses, as in the case of East Anglia where B.C.P.
Membership is essentially a condition of entry. The Editor is aware that already
several congress organisers are looking very carefully at this new concession and
no doubt ali club and county secretaries will advise their members to ascertain if
