Criticism in music wrote this book in 197% and a paperback edition by Fontana
appeared in the bookshops this month.

The author gives a series of biographies of the great players of the
game from Phiiidor to Fischer, crammed in many cases with minor personal
details, but also furnished with outstanding examples of brilliant games. All

this with a careful (and colourful) background of the social customs of each
age;and the position and status which a chess master might hope to achieve.

Altogether a very interesting book whose literary style adds to its
value as a record of human achievement across the chessboard over the
centuries.
